Dear Parents, 
 
I am pleased to provide you with the enclosed 2011-2012 application for the Kehillah Religious School. The 
Religious School offers classes for three year olds through seventh graders. Classes meet on Sunday 
mornings from 9–11:30 a.m. for PreK through 2nd grades and from 9 a.m.–1 p.m. for 3rd-7th grades.  
 
If you haven’t been on our web site, please review the Religious School page. It is important to us that our 
students and families understand our philosophy and feel comfortable in our community. 
 
Please note the following changes to this year’s application 

• There has been an addition of a book fee. This fee covers a Hebrew book and CD-ROM that are 
yours to keep. All other books are included in the tuition.   

• We have separated the tuition lines and B’nei Mitzvah fees. Please look at all choices (and boxes) 
carefully when filling out the application.  

• In order to make signing up easier, now you can choose your holiday hosting, your volunteer 
opportunity, and (now, for the first time) your Kehillah Kiddush hosting date on the RS application.

• We are adding a new additional optional Wednesday program. Our “Parsha Players” will work on 
Wednesdays to create a skit of the Torah portion of the week and will perform live on Saturday in 
place of the Rabbi’s d’var. Dates: 11/2, 11/5, 1/11, 1/14, 2/8, 2/11. Registration will be sent to you in 
late summer.  

• We will have special arts days returning for the 2011-2012 school year, and we will be adding special 
music days—all on Sundays!  

 
Please note the following requirements for enrollment in the Kehillah Religious School: 
1. Membership and Dues: You must be a member in good standing in order to attend Religious School.  If 

you would like to discuss how to make tuition more affordable for your family, contact Melissa Segal, 
Executive Director, 338-2696/execdir@chkehillah.org. 

2. Raising Children Jewishly: There needs to be a family commitment to raising your children Jewishly. 
Children are not admitted if they celebrate religious components of non-Jewish holidays or if they are 
enrolled in non-Jewish religious schools.  

3. Attendance:  Any child who has more than five unexcused absences in a semester may be asked to 
leave the program.
